[Eph 6:18-20 NASB95] 18 With all prayer and petition pray at all times in the Spirit, and with this in view, be on the alert with all perseverance and petition for all the saints, 19 and [pray] on my behalf, that utterance may be given to me in the opening of my mouth, to make known with boldness the mystery of the gospel, 20 for which I am an ambassador in chains; that in [proclaiming] it I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak.

a. There are always times to pray.

b. Pray when you feel like it and when you don’t. 
IV. Fighting prayer is Spirit-empowered.
a. [Rom 8:26-27 NASB95] 26 In the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for [us] with groanings too deep for words; 27 and He who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He intercedes for the saints according to [the will of] God.

b. Praying in tongues is included in warfare prayer. 

V. Fighting prayer is inclusive.
a. Pray for yourself.

b. Pray for others. 

VI. Fighting prayer is Gospel-focused. 
a. This world needs the Gospel.

b. We need to center our prayers around the advancement of the Gospel.

c. Utterance and boldness.
